What is a Charismatic Church?
A charismatic church is a, Bible-based Christian church which preaches
that Jesus is Lord in resurrection power, manifesting gifts of the Holy
Spirit to minister to the lost and edify the church.

After the apostolic age, the church became lukewarm resulting
in fewer manifestations of Spiritual gifts. The restoration of spiritual gifts
was ignited in the 1906 Azusa Street revival birthing the Pentecostal
movement.

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The word charismatic comes from the Greek word charis,
which is used to describe the spiritual gifts. It means grace and favor.
